ZINIOS IR SUPRATIMAS.

1. PrieSistoré (nuo zmogaus atsiradimo iki rasto atsiradimo 4 tikst. pr. Kr.).
Tai ilgas raidos laikotarpis, apie kurj néra jokiy rasytiniy ziniy. Apie prieSistore suzinoma tik i$
archeologiniy tyrinéjimy, antropologijos bei kity moksly.

2. Senovés istorija (nuo rasto atsiradimo iki Romos zlugimo 476 m.).

TradiciSkai antikos istorija dalijama i senovés Graikijos ir senovés Romos istorija. Jas sieja daug
politikos, ekonomikos, kultiiros panaSumy. Todél kai kurie mokslininkai Sias dvi savarankiskas
antikos dalis sujungé ] viena civilizacijg ir pavadino ja helenizmu (helenizacija, t. y. graiky kalba
ir kultiira, kuri plito tarp kity tauty).

3. Viduramziai (nuo 476 m. iki XV-XVI a. (didieji geografiniai atradimai, renesansas,
reformacija).

Viduramziai skirstomi j:

ankstyvuosius viduramzius (500-1000 m.) — ankstyvaisiais viduramziais, po Vakary Romos
imperijos Zlugimo, ant senosios imperijos i§augo nauja didel¢ valstybé — Franky imperija. Siam
viduramZiui biidingas ekonominis nuosmukis. Tauty kraustymasis ir karai suardé bet kokia tvarka,
sumazgéjo gyventojy skaisius; brandziuosius (1000-1300 m.) — brandZiaisiais viduramziais iSaugo
gyventojy skaicius, pageréjo ekonomine padétis. Kataliky bazny¢ia pasieké didziausig galig. Tuo
pasinaudodama ji rengé kryziaus Zygius, kuriy tikslas buvo iSlaisvinti Palesting i§ musulmony
vieSpatavimo; vélyvuosius viduramzius (1300-1500 m.) — vélyvaisiais viduramziais vél sumazéjo
gyventojy skaiCius, nes siautéjo maras. Tuomet ekonominiu Europos centru tapo Italijos miestai
valstybés (jie ir davé pradzig Renesanso epochai). Vidurzemiy savoka 15 a. pirmieji pavartojo
italai, manantys, kad jy menui ir kultiirai prilygsta tik antika.

4. Naujieji amziai (nuo XV-XVI a. iki 1-o0jo pasaulinio karo pabaigos 1918.11.11).

Karlo Svarcsildo, Herc§prungo, Edingtono, DZinso,
Candrasekaro, Saplo, Sklovskio, Zeldovi¢iaus ir daugelio kity darbai bendrais bruozais sukiiré
zvaigzdziy ir galaktiky kilmés ir evoliucijos vaizda.

5. Naujieji amziai (nuo 1918.11.11 iki Siy dieny).

Istorijos periodas, trunkantis nuo 1918 m. (Pirmojo pasaulinio karo pabaigos) iki Siy dieny.
Naujausieji laikai yra naujyjy laiky periodas vakarietiSkoje istorijos periodizacijoje,
susidedancioje 1§ antikos, viduramziy ir naujyjy laiky. Skirtingose periodizacijos schemose
naujausiyjy laiky pradzia apibréziama skirtingai — kartais naujausiais laikais vadinamas istorijos
laikotarpis, prasidedantis Pranciizijos revoliucija. Marksistinéje istoriografijoje periodo pradzia
siejama su Spalio revoliucija. Laikotarpio pabaiga taip pat kartais laikoma Antrojo pasaulinio karo
pabaiga, vélesn] laikotarpj jvardinant kaip ,,Siy laiky istorija™.

Svarbiausi Sio laikotarpio ivykiai yra Pirmasis pasaulinis karas ir po jo susidariusi pasaulio
valstybiy sistema bei Antrasis pasaulinis karas.

The questions to be analyzed:

Where was Oliver Twist born, and in what kind of place?

Answer: Oliver Twist was born in a workhouse in a certain town.

Describe the circumstances surrounding Oliver's birth.

Answer: Oliver was born in the workhouse, and it was uncertain whether he would survive.
He had difficulty breathing, but there was no one experienced around to help, only a pauper
old woman and a contracted parish surgeon.

Why does the narrator suggest that being born in a workhouse might have been the best
thing for Oliver Twist?

Answer: The narrator suggests that in this particular instance, being born in a workhouse
was the best thing for Oliver because if he had been surrounded by experienced caregivers,
he would likely have been killed due to the difficulty he had in breathing and surviving.
Describe the reactions of the nurse and the surgeon to the young woman's plea to see the
child before her death.

Answer: The nurse tried to console the dying woman, while the surgeon showed
unexpected kindness by telling her not to talk about dying yet. The nurse was dismissive,
citing her own experience as a mother.

What happens to the young woman who asked to see the child and then died?

Answer: After briefly holding the child, she kissed it, passed her hands over her face, gazed
wildly, shuddered, and then died. Despite efforts to revive her, it was clear she had passed
away.

How does the surgeon react to the young woman's death?

Answer: The surgeon, after trying to console the woman, eventually acknowledges that
"It's all over.” He then comments on the young woman's appearance, asking where she
came from.

Why is the nurse not particularly concerned about the young woman's death?

Answer: The nurse, who had a lot of children and experience, seems to take the young
woman's death in stride, stating that she had lived a long life and had children of her own.
She sees it as a natural part of life.

What do we know about the origins of the young woman who died?

Answer: The young woman was brought to the workhouse the previous night by the
overseer's order. She was found lying in the street, had walked a long distance as her shoes
were worn out, but no one knew where she had come from or where she was going.

What did the surgeon advise the nurse to do if the child cries?

Answer: The surgeon advised the nurse to give the child a little gruel if it cries.

How does the surgeon react to the death of the young woman?

Answer: The surgeon comments on the young woman's appearance and inquires about her
origins. He seems somewhat detached and clinical in his response to her death.

What does the passage reveal about the conditions in the workhouse?

Answer: The passage suggests that the workhouse is not a place of comfort or care for the
poor and destitute. It lacks experienced caregivers, and the conditions seem harsh, as
evidenced by the young woman's dire situation when she arrived.

What can be inferred about Oliver Twist's birth and early experiences based on this
passage?
